The  Regent  Cambridge University  Foundation  course  is  designed  to  provide  with  the academic  knowledge  and  skills  necessary  to  study  successfully  at a UK university on  a  range  of business and business related degree courses such as:

· Business Administration

· Marketing

· Finance and Accounting

· Economics

· Humanities

· Social Sciences

· Politics

· Tourism

· Hotel Management

If you are interested in studying any of these subjects at University then the University Foundation Programme is definitely for you! If you have a different subject which you are interested in then please speak to us as the course can still be relevant to you. 

Equal importance is given to development of subject knowledge and understanding as it is to academic skills development. This means that along with studying these specific subjects you will also be able to improve the academic skills which you will need for university such as essay writing, note taking and taking part in seminars. These skills are invaluable when starting a course at university and will help you to make the most of your studies. 
The programme also covers personal skills needed for university in the UK such as ‘Personal Finance’ and ‘Student in the Environment’. These subjects will help you to be more independent once you are at university and to integrate culturally into university life. 

Course Objectives
On successful completion of the course you will have: 

•    Gained  knowledge  and  understanding  of  a  range  of  core  concepts  in Business  Studies,  Economics,  Management  and  Communications,  and 
Finance and Accounting in preparation for starting a business orientated 
degree course .

•    Gained language skills required for university level study.

•    Acquired  the  range  of  academic  skills  necessary  for  successful  study  at university level.

•    Acquired   a   range   of   supporting   practical   and   personal   skills   e.g. Information Technology Skills.
· Undertaken course work, projects, case studies and examinations. 

· Maintained a portfolio of work for inspection. 
The Regent Foundation course develops your skills in four key areas:
Language Skills 

Competency in English language is essential for successful study at a 
UK university. You will receive English language tuition focussed on preparing you for the IELTS exam. You must achieve a score of at least 6.0 to pass the English component of the Foundation Course. 

Academic Skills
The  academic side  of  the  course  is  designed  to  provide you with  an understanding  of  key  concepts  in  a  number  of  business-related  subject areas. The development of academic skills is highly important in the course and these skills include:  analysis   and   reasoning, problem formulation and  problem-solving  skills. You will also develop research skills by putting together portfolios and course work in a number of real life situations.    

Skills Development 

A key objective of the Foundation Course is to develop the skills needed for study at a UK university. You are encouraged to adopt an active and participatory approach to your studies, taking responsibility for your learning. Study skills sessions will deal with the practical   issues   of   note   taking, constructing arguments,  paragraph  and  essay  writing skills and the development of presentation skills.  

Information Technology Skills 

The course will prepare you for the types or skills you will need during university study. It also focuses on the use of Information Technology as a business tool and you will be assessed on the use of IT made in your academic coursework. 

Entry Requirements
· High School Certificate or recognised equivalent from home country

· IELTS 4.5 (or equivalent)

· Age on Entry: 17 years
· Completion of the UFP entry test with a percentage of 60% or above.
In  exceptional  circumstances  students  without  High  School  Certificates  will  be considered. Students  that  can  offer  evidence  of  significant academic  achievement will  be  considered  on  merit  by  the  College. 
Students  with  adequate  academic  qualifications  but  an  inadequate  level  of  English Language  will  be  offered  places  on  an  English  bridging  course  as an  alternative to direct entry onto the Foundation Programme. It is then possible to enter the Accelerated University Foundation Programme
